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Behaviour Addendum
We expect all children at Heathfield to follow the agreed behaviour policy in school, to show care and consideration to others at all times.

The school’s focus will not be on negative behaviour, all adults in school will look for opportunities to reinforce positive behaviours, and we will do this via the family points system, certificates, stickers and table points.

Unsatisfactory behaviour should initially be dealt with by the class teacher/ teacher assistant to ensure that they gain the child’s respect. Teachers should always be fair, firm and vigilant with children in their care and any unsatisfactory behaviour be dealt with calmly, efficiently and speedily.

We use a phased approach to dealing with unsatisfactory behaviour. This falls within five stages.
Stage 1
Low level behaviours; noises, fussing, refusal to work, scuffles with other children in Reception and year 1, failure to follow class routines in early Years
Step 1 Warnings within class/ Time out in Early Years
Step 2 A verbal warning, possibly recording the name of the child on a board.

Step 3 Second warning. Moved to a specific chair or away from immediate situation, but with activity.

Step 4 Third warning. Time Out. Some missed playtime, supervised by class teacher/ teaching assistant.
Only after following the warning system for low level behaviour, should any cards be looked at

Stage 2 onwards – all incident must be recorded on CPOMs

Stage 2 
Yellow Card – culmination of low level behaviour (3 warnings) or aggression towards other children or direct defiance towards adults
Step 5 Sent to see Assistant Head or TLR to have yellow card signed. The card will then be recorded on CPOMs and kept in class behaviour file.
Step 6 Miss a portion of playtime/dinnertime. Supervised at office/chill zone.
Stage 3
Orange Card – culmination of several yellow cards or violence towards another pupil or abuse towards adults, inappropriate language. 
Step 7 Orange card sent to AHT to be signed, this will also be sent home to be signed by parents. Full lunchtime missed. Discussion with the learning mentor on behaviour choices.
Stage 4 
Red Card – severe behaviour, deliberate and significant destruction to school property, severe violence towards other children or adults, significant verbal abuse, racial or sexual abuse.
Step 8 Repeated unsatisfactory behaviour and extreme behaviours. 
Only when earlier stages have been explored should this sanction be used unless behaviour is extreme.
Red card is sent to DHT/HT. This will be followed by a meeting with teacher, child and parent to discuss ways of moving forward.  Discussion with the learning mentor on behaviour choices.
At all stages, all children are given the opportunity to return to work and comply with the class rules.

Patterns of behaviour are monitored through CPOMS, the online record keeping system. This allows senior leaders to look for trends and triggers with behaviour patterns.
Stage 5 
Extreme Behaviour incident

Child refusing to accept sanctions from earlier behaviour/ extreme defiance/disruption to learning of others/ self-harm/ destruction of property and disruption of smooth running of the school/ attempt to harm adults/ extreme action towards other children.

The Senior Leadership will be notified immediately to examine situation. Initial priority for safety of child and other learning. Team teach may be used at this stage if child is in crisis. Any member of staff may safely restrain a pupil who is in danger of causing harm to themselves or others.
Calming down time will be given. Use of Learning Mentor to discuss choices will follow appropriate time period, based on age of the child. This may be up to 45 minutes. Conversation with Head teacher, child will then move to internal exclusion and sanctions will be discussed in formal meeting between Head and Parent.

If further issues arise at this stage, then fixed term exclusion will be considered. It is only the Head teacher who is able to action this sanction.

This will then require a fixed term exclusion letter with option for the parent of various support numbers, including BSS. This exclusion will be followed by a formal reintegration interview with child and parent with agreed action of support for reintegration The reintegration will take place with a member of SLT and the Learning Mentor to discuss support in place and expectations for behaviour. This will all be kept as a record on CPOMS and passed to the LA Behaviour Support Service.
